ABSTRACT

The interactions between colleges and universities of Taiwan and Mainland China have become
more frequent in recent years, resulting in an increasing of exchange students. Currently at Chienkuo
Technology University (CTU) there are over two hundred exchange students from Mainland China.
This study explores the social lifestyles and interactions of Mainland students outside the classroom in
an attempt to understand any social problems they may encounter during their stay in Taiwan. This
study shows that Mainland China students are able to make use of their time to befriend local
Taiwanese students and engage in positive social activities while maintaining positive interpersonal
relationships with local Taiwanese students. These study results may serve as references for other
